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All About MLP
Everything you need to know for navigating MLP



Start By Logging Into MLP

When Arriving at the My Laurus Portal it should look something like this:



The Login Screen Will Look Like This:

You will login using the Format 
Pictured (i.e. Kenneth.Nadeau)

If you have a hard time 
remembering your user name 

you may want to check the 
Remember username option



You can click the icon in 
the upper left to 

navigate through MLP
(clicking again will 

collapse menu)

Or you can click your name 
in the upper right both will 

work to navigate to your 
classrooms

Most Teachers will 
have it set up either 
like this or very close 

to the way you see 
this class appear

Teachers Will 
always have 

their email listed

They will typically 
have a section with 

helpful resources and 
numbers in case of 

tech trouble, or if you 
need Student 

Services or Tutoring 
help

The Chat Section is 
always present in a 
class room, use this 

to answer class 
discussion or use 
your microphone

There will also be a 
section for the Files 
the teacher uploads



At The Top Of The Window You’ll Notice These Icons:

This one will allow 
you to enable your 

microphone

These ones will 
allow you to 
enable your 

Camera
This one offers a 

list of options such 
as raise hand, step 

away, agree or 
disagree etc.



Audio Management Polls and Breakout Rooms:

Clicking here will 
give you a list of 
options and the 
ability to adjust 
volume or select 
the speaker you 

wish to hear your 
audio from

If a Teacher 
Puts up a 
Poll it will 

look 
something 

like this 
and have 

options to 
choose 

from

The Teachers will 
sometimes break 
students up into 
groups, or take a 

student into a 
Breakout Room for 

one on one help
